	Subject Competency: 

At the beginning of my unit, I will “hook” my students by playing a video montage of movie clips with the same theme of coming-of-age and personal transformation. Students will be familiar with these video clips, as they range in genres and time periods.  Following the video montage, students will discuss, in their pods of 4-5 students, various questions based on the montage and revolving around the theme of adolescence and transformation. Then, we will play a game of “Scattegories.”

Essential Question(s):

Who are teenagers? 

Can you identify with the struggles of teenagers as presented in film?

What are the stereotypes associated with teenagers?

	Attendance and opening statement: Explain that, as a class, we will be starting a new unit that focuses intensely on YOU, the students! Do not reveal the title of the book we will be studying. 
Introducing the students to coming-of-age and personal transformation in film through a video montage. Videos will include some recent 21st century films as a way to connect with the students and introduce them to the notion of coming of age and its conventions

· Hand out guiding questions that go along with the video montage to be discussed in pods (Appendix A). Read the questions aloud and ask that students take down notes while watching the clips, if they want to remember specific information. 
· Play video. 

· Students answer the questions in their pods. 

Students can share their responses to the video montage and to the guiding questions with the rest of the class. 

Introduce “scattegories” game, and allow for individual priming (Appendix B).

Closure. Show poster of “ABCs of Being a Teenager,” and tell students that they can always contribute to either posters throughout the unit. Allow students to ask questions, if they have any, or possibly predict what novel we will be reading altogether.
