	Inquiry:
	By the end of this lesson, the students will be able to:

Engage directly with the text, The Perks of Being a Wallflower, to strengthen their reading comprehension skills, and to make inferences between the text and the questions through textual support and not simply personal opinions or ideas. 


	Group Size & Materials
	Individual work for journal prompt.
Small group work (4-5 students) for activity. 

Class discussion at the end for debrief.  

Materials needed: Projector and screen for PowerPoint presentation, 6 large posters, 25 cue cards, markers, and tape.

Introduction to lesson 
Explaining Activity “You are the EXPERT!” 
· In this activity, students will either be in groups of four or five. They will be presented with a poster board with a comprehension question that addresses a specific topic/theme of the novel, and that requires textual evidence for a complete answer.
* The questions are extensive; however, students do not need to respond to every aspect of the entire question (they are simply “thinking prompts”).  
· The students will also be designated roles. Here is a list of the roles with a brief description of each: 
( Leader: Moderates team discussion, keeps the group on task, reminds peers of the questions they are being asked to answer.  
( Recorder: Takes notes summarizing team discussions and decisions, and keeps all necessary records. 

( Presenter: Serves as group spokesperson to the class or instructor, summarizing the group’s activities and/or conclusions.
( Researcher: This is probably the most difficult role, so this student needs help from all members of the group! The researcher needs to find textual evidence from the novel to support group answers. 
** In a group of five students, there will be two designated Researchers. 

· As the each Presenter will be sharing his or her group’s responses, the rest of the class will have to take notes on what their peers say, and try to answer all of the questions. Handout will be provided. I will remind students that some questions that are discussed in class may appear on their next test.  
“You are the EXPERT!” Activity: 
· Students will be given twenty minutes to answer their questions. 
· I will circulate around the room, making sure that all students are on task and that they are assuming their respective roles while still helping the Researcher. 
· Here is a list of each comprehension question: 

( Question 1: What do the gifts Charlie gives his friends reveal about their characters? What does Charlie’s use of music reveal about his character? What is the role of music in Charlie’s life? How do you think music helps people express thoughts or beliefs? You may relate back to Charlie. Please provide textual evidence from the novel.

( Question 2: Discuss Charlie’s relationship with school and friends. What are Charlie’s current relationships with his friends? How has he shown changes from the Charlie we met in the beginning of the novel? How does he interact with his peers and teachers? Which social situations are most revealing of his personality? Please provide textual evidence from the novel.
( Question 3: Refer to Charlie's discussion of the science experiment on page 50. How does the experiment connect with Patrick and Brad’s relationship? How do you feel about Patrick and Brad's relationship? Do you think Patrick is understanding of Brad's feelings? What chance at a relationship do they have? Do you think that you can have a 'true' relationship built on secrets? Please provide textual evidence from the novel.
( Question 4: What is the role of secrets and secret keeping in the novel? Which characters are keeping secrets, and why? How does keeping secrets prevent the characters from “participating” in real life? Please provide textual evidence from the novel.
( Question 5: Charlie mentions that his dad "had glory days once." First, explain what the “glory days” means. Then, what do you think Charlie's glory days will be? Do you think he is worried about not having any? Referring back to Charlie’s personality, what is the effect of not living in the moment on his development? Please provide textual evidence from the novel.
( Question 6: Think about the way Charlie idolizes Sam. Is he idolizing who she is or who he thinks she is? Is it true love or just infatuation? What does Charlie’s interaction with Sam reveal about his character? Please provide textual evidence from the novel.
Presentation: 
· Each Presenter is given five minutes to share his or her group’s responses. 
· Students must take notes on what their peers answer for the questions.  
Closing and Exit Cards:
· Students will be asked to submit an exit card (on a cue card) with any question(s) they have in regard to the class discussion or the novel’s content. I will pick them up at the end of class, and leave time at the beginning of next class to discuss any questions.
