	Creating Concrete Poetry in response to “What is your purpose? What is your role?”

  
	Cycle 2, Level 2


	Inquiry:
	By the end of this lesson, the students will be able to:

Students will be able to produce their own concrete poetry based on the guiding question, "What is your purpose? What is your role?" In general, students need to reflect on their identities, and what they have discovered about their identities through reading The Perks of Being a Wallflower. Students will be given three class periods, and the final product is due at the end of the third period.


	Group Size & Materials
	Individual work for journal prompt.
Peer evaluation. 
One-on-one writing conference with teacher.  

Materials needed: Projector and screen for PowerPoint presentation, 25 copies of handout with guidelines, 25 copies of brainstorming handout, 25 copies of the rubric, blank white sheets, and crayons/markers.

	Lesson (3 PERIODS)

	
	DAY 1
1. Attendance

2. Follow PowerPoint Slides
( Share your personal opinions on poetry
( Ask class, “Just What Is Poetry?”
( Give brief background on the movie Dead Poets Society
( Play clip
( Ask students what they think of the question, “What is your purpose?”

3. Distribute guidelines to assignment 

4. Ask a student to read instructions aloud 

5. Stop at the first mention of “concrete poetry”
( Continue with PowerPoint slides
( Read out short definition of concrete poetry
( Explain how concrete poetry is created by referring to slides 

6. Continue reading instructions to assignment 
( Skip to slide 12 to explain what a “free verse” poem is

7. Show rubric to class 
( Use examples on the back of guidelines to determine what a “simple” or “advanced” shape/poem can be. 

8. Go over poetic devices and their function 

9. Distribute brainstorming handout 
( Ask that students come to the next class with the brainstorming sheet completed. 
( Advise students that the final product is due in two periods. 

10. Advise students to read pages 145-174 (due at the end of this lesson, once the concrete poetry is handed in). 
DAY 2

1. Attendance

2. Advise students that the first forty minutes of class will be spent silently working on the concrete poetry individually. The last thirty minutes of the class will be dedicated to peer evaluation. 

3. From the start of class, begin to call upon students to sit with you for a writing conference. At first, ask the student what they about learned about their identity by reading The Perks of Being a Wallflower. During this conference, have student orally explain to you what they are writing about and what shape they have chosen to convey the meaning of their poem. Then, read their work and ask that they grade themselves based on the provided rubric. Share your own opinion about the emotional impact the poem had on you and, together, discuss what the student can do to work towards improvement. 

4. When students are placed in pairs of their choosing, distribute peer-evaluation handout (appendix A). You may continue with your workshops by joining a pair of students. 

5. Advise students that the next period is their final class to complete their poems and to receive feedback from both yourself and their peers. 

DAY 3
1. Attendance 


2. Advise students that final product is due at the end of the period. Crayons, markers, and blank sheets of paper need to be provided. 


3. Students have the full period to complete their concrete poetry.
 

4. Continue to circulate around the room to ensure that students keep on track. 


5. Remind students to read pages 145-174 for next class.
